PARENTAL/GUARDIAN CODE OF CONDUCT GUIDELINES
This Parental Code of Conduct guideline is intended to establish a standard of behaviour amongst parents/guardians in the best interests of Marton Cricket Club and to make cricket as enjoyable as possible to all involved at Marton CC
Managers/assistants and coaches are entrusted by Marton Cricket Club to educate players to a consistent cricket standard. Each official, parent/guardian as well as your children are subject to strict codes. Marton CC want parents/guardians to attend matches as often as possible to support your son/daughter and the team that he/she is representing. 

1. Players arriving late for training sessions and matches (or needing to leave early) is very disruptive to the whole activity, and parents/guardians are requested to ensure this does not happen.

2. Please recognise the demands of a Marton CC cricket match will make on your child both mentally and physically. Please make correct preparations for the game.

3. Parents/guardians should:
- Never go out to the field of play. (if a player sustains an injury this may be waivered at the discretion of Team management.)
- Never enter the dressing room areas at any stage of the match. (if a player sustains an injury this may be waivered at the discretion of Team management.)
- Never interrupt a coaching session.
- Never verbally shout out to players, opponents, team managers, officials during the game or coaching session.
- Unless asked to help by Team management, not to interfere with the warm-up or comment in the periods or breaks or involvement of your son/daughter in the match. 
- Never engage in discussion with match umpires about incidents in the game.

4. Players are expected to mostly remain with the team for the duration of the match. This will foster a greater team spirit and aid their cricket education.

5. Parents/guardians are asked to note the contents of the Players’ Code of Conduct and ensure that it is read and complied with by their sons/daughters.

6. If there are any matters that concern you or your child (cricket or otherwise) they should not be brought up during the hours of play, unless relating to issues that cannot wait, e.g. child welfare. Managers and coaches will be available outside those hours for constructive discussion which may be held in private.

7. Many of the Coaches and Managers are volunteers, and have been appointed because of their experience and expertise in the development of young players and teams. Some parents/guardians have been known to disagree with or misunderstand some of the decisions made (e.g. rotation of batting orders), Parents/guardians are asked to respect decisions made.
8. Parents/Guardians are strictly requested to refrain from passing adverse comment either verbally, by social media, SMS or in writing to others about selections and the relative abilities of their own and other players, and not to attribute comments to Marton CC personnel. 
9. Our aim is to foster a squad ethic, and any young player who chooses to criticise his/her fellow team members either verbally, by social media, SMS or in writing, may be subject to disciplinary action. Marton CC has a zero tolerance towards ‘Bullying’, please ensure your children comply to this important ethic.
10. Your children are expected to show the highest standards of behaviour and respect for Coaches, Managers, other players, opponents and their management teams, and any other persons with whom they come into contact. Parents/guardians are requested to ensure that their children comply with this.
Marton CC endeavours to provide a pleasant and respectful environment in which players, parents/guardians and volunteer coaches can enjoy cricket and the surrounding amenities and respectfully request that you adhere to these parental code of conduct guidelines. 
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
